Displaying a still image for a longer time may result in an after-image on the LCD panels. If this happens, display the all white
screen in the test pattern for an hour or more.

B Optical components
Operating the projector in an environment with high temperature or heavy exposure to dust or tobacco smoke will reduce the

service life of the optical components, such as the LCD panel and polarizing plate, and may necessitate their replacement
within less than one year of use. For details, consult your dealer.

HLamp

The luminous source of the projector is a mercury lamp with high internal pressure.

A high pressure mercury lamp has following characteristics.

® The brightness of the lamp will decrease by duration of usage.

® The lamp may burst with sound or shorten life by shock or chipping.

® The life of the lamp varies greatly depending on individual specificities and usage conditions. In particular, continuous use
over 12 hours and frequent on/off switching of the power greatly deteriorate the lamp and affect the lamp life.

In rare cases, the lamp burst shortly after the projection.

If the lamp bursts, gas contained inside of the lamp is released in a form of smoke.

It is recommended to store replacement lamps for contingency.

Wireless connection function of the projector uses radio waves in the 2.4 GHz / 5 GHz band.
A radio station license is not required, but be sure to read and fully understand the following items before use.

B Do not use near other wireless equipment.

The following equipment may use radio waves in the same band as the projector.

When the projector is used near these devices, radio wave interference may make communication impossible, or the
communication speed may become slower.

® Microwave ovens, etc.

® |ndustrial, chemical and medical equipment, etc.

® |n-plant radio stations for identifying moving objects such as those used in factory manufacturing lines, etc.

B If at all possible, avoid the use of cellular phones, TV sets or radios near the projector.

When you use the system with multiple projectors, you can operate all the projectors simultaneously or each projector
individually using single remote control, if unique ID number is assigned to each projector.

After setting the ID number of the projector, set the same ID number to the remote control.

The factory default ID number of the projector is set to [ALL]. When using a single projector, press the <ID ALL> button on
the remote control. Also, you can control a projector by pressing the <ID ALL> button on the remote control even if you do not
know the projector ID.

How to set

1) Press the <ID SET> button on the remote control.

2) Within five seconds, press the one-digit ID number set on the projector using the number (<1> - <6>)
buttons.
® |f you press the <ID ALL> button, you can control the projectors regardless of the ID number setting of the projector.

Attention

® Since the ID number of the remote control can be set without the projector, do not press the <ID SET> button on the remote
control carelessly. If the <ID SET> button is pressed and no number (<1> - <6>) buttons are pressed within five seconds, the
ID number returns to its original value before the <ID SET> button was pressed.

® The ID number set on the remote control will be stored unless it is set again. However, it will be erased if the remote control
is left with dead batteries.

Since using a cable while it is wound makes it act like an antenna, it is more
susceptible to noise.

- When connecting cables, connect GND first, then insert the connecting terminal of the connecting device in a straight
manner.

® |f any connection cable is not supplied with the device, or if no optional cable is available for connection of the device,
prepare a necessary system connection cable to suit the device.

® Video signals containing too much jitter may cause the images on the screen to randomly wobble or wafture. In this case, a
time base corrector (TBC) must be connected.

® The projector accepts VIDEO signals, S-VIDEO signals, YCsCr/YPsPR signals and analog RGB signals (synchronous
signals are TTL level), and digital signal.

® Some computer models are not compatible with the projector.

® \When using long cables to connect with each of equipment to the projector, there is a possibility that the image will not be
output correctly unless a compensator is used.

Air filter unit

The air filter prevents dust from accumulating on the optical elements inside the projector. Should the air filter become clogged
with dust particles, it will reduce cooling fans’ effectiveness and may result in internal heat buildup and adversely affect the life
of the projector.

If the air filter unit become clogged, it will result in internal heat buildup, the power of the projector may be turned off for safety.
If a warning message appears on the screen, replace the air filter immediately.
Consult your dealer to purchase a replacement air filter unit (ET-RFV300).

It is recommended to ask an authorized engineer to replace the lamp unit. Contact your dealer.

Consult your dealer to purchase a replacement lamp unit (ET-LAV300).

Warning

Do not replace the lamp unit when it is hot. (Wait at least 1 hour after use.)
The inside of the cover can become very hot, take care to avoid burn injuries.
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Notes on the replacement of the lamp unit

® The luminous source of the lamp is made of glass and may burst if you hit it against a hard surface or drop it.

® A Phillips screwdriver is required for replacement of the lamp unit.

® \When replacing the lamp unit, be sure to hold it by the handle.

® The lamp may be ruptured. Care should be taken not to scatter pieces of the broken lamp glass when replacing the lamp
unit. Pieces of the broken lamp may fall from the lamp unit especially when the projector is mounted on the ceiling, so when
replacing the lamp unit do not stand directly underneath it or position your face close to it.

® The lamp contains mercury. Consult your local municipality or your dealer about correct disposal of used lamp units.

When to replace the lamp unit

The lamp unit is a consumable component. Since its brightness gradually decreases over time, it is necessary to replace the
lamp unit regularly. The estimated duration before replacement is 4 000 hours, but the lamp may go off before 4 000 hours has
elapsed depending on individual lamp characteristics, usage conditions, and the installation environment. It is recommended
that the Replacement lamp unit be prepared earlier.

If you continue to use the lamp unit after 4 000 hours has elapsed, the lamp turns off automatically after approximately 10
minutes, as it will cause malfunction of the projector.
