@ Review source information in the Status menu (LCD
screen or OSD) and verify that the source signal is
compatible.

Check length of source cables; try shorter cables.

Use test images to verify that the correct aspect ratio is
selected.

Reset color and display settings to factory settings.

Restart the projector. Let the unit cool down for at least
1 minute prior to restarting.

© Remove the protective cap at the lens bayonet end

@ Align the lens so that the red marking on the bayonet end is facing upwards, and towards the red marking on the top of the projector cabinet. NOTE !

© Install the lens bayonet into the lens mount, and then slide it to the right. Check that the lever is firmly at the far right end of the slide before Once initiated, the upgrade procedure can take up to 20 minutes
removing your hand from the lens.. to complete.

Push the lens release lever in, and slide to the far left position correct file.

Pull the lens straight out of the lens mount. The projector may restart several times during the upgrade process

NOTE!! To prevent damage to the lens, and dust contamination in the projector light processor, always replace the lens bayonet cap, lens front cap P}

and projector lens cap immediately after removing the lens. The LCD display will show the progress of the update procedure, and

also when the USB stick must be removed. The projector will return to
standby mode (status indicator is steady) once the upgrade is
completed successfully.

The projector is now ready for normal operation.
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
