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Various optical adjustments are available, depending on your choice
of lens. All lens adjustments are motorized and controlled from the
keypad, remote control or via RS232 or LAN.

Two kinds of lenses are available; fixed focal, or zoom. A fixed focal
lens has permanent focal length, or throw ratio. A zoom lens has
variable focal length and throw ratio.

In addition, fixed focal lenses may or may not be shiftable, depending
on type and model. See the specifications for the particular lens.

The throw ratio is defined as the ratio between the projection distance
to the screen and the projected image width. With a fixed lens, this
ratio is set. With a zoom lens, this ratio can be changed within certain
limits specific to the lens in use.

On the keypad, first select lens function, then use the cursor keys to
adjust. On the remote control, zoom and focus are direct keys, while
lens shift is operated by first selecting SHIFT, then use the arrow keys.

A mechanical SHUTTER is employed that totally shuts off the optical
image path. The shutter is directly available from the keypad and
the remote control. The shutter is also aactivated when no lens is
attached.

Select a lens suitable for the application. A range of lenses from ultra
wide angle to long tele zoom is available.

Adjustments to the following settings are done from the keypad
(examples); press the desired function, then adjust with arrow keys:

A Adjust the horizontal and vertical SHIFT, if applicable, in order to align
the image on screen.

B IfaZOOM lens is used, adjust the image to the right size. If a fixed
lens is used, relocate the unit to achieve the right image size.

C FOCUS the image properly.

D Adjust the IRIS to achieve the desired optical balance between
brightness and contrast. In a bright environment, brightness
is usually maximized resulting in reduced contrast. In a dark
environment, where less light is needed or desired, high contrast and
deep blacks may be appreciated.

The projector may be controlled by a PIN (Personal Identity Number) code. The PIN code is 4
digits, and if the PIN code is activated, you must enter the correct code to unlock the projector.

If an incorrect PIN code is entered, you may try again two times. If you fail three times in a row, a
PUK (unlock) code is needed. The PUK code is supplied with the product.

If you also fail three times with the PUK code, the projector locks up permanently, and can only
be unlocked by a special service unlock code.

After setting up, switch on all equipment. The projector can be
controlled by the keypad, by the remote control or using the RS232

or LAN interfaces. To switch the projector on, firmly press the POWER
key on the keypad or the remote control. The STATUS indicators will
turn from yellow to blinking green when the unit is switched on, then
stabilize on permanent green either both LAMP1 and LAMP2, or either
one, depending on the lamp operation setting selected.

When using the remote control, either all or select individual units may
be addressed, see the SETTINGS sub menu - RC ID. By activating
the RC ID, individual control of units in a multiple-unit set-up is then
made possible.

The keypad with light up so that all accessible funtions are lit yellow.

RS 232 AND LAN CONTROL

RS 232
You may control and monitor the projector remotely through the serial
RS232 control interface.

Two RS232 protocols are employed. A simple instruction set (SIS)
ASCII protocol gives access to the most frequently used commands.
In addition, a binary protocol is available where each command is a
series of 32 bytes in one packet. The protocols allow for both SET and
GET operations. To utilize GET operations the host needs a routine for
receiving and interpreting incoming packets. SET operations are used
to force the projector into different modes, like setting brightness and
contrast, switching between sources, etc. A separate document “RS-
232 and LAN communication protocol and command set” is available
that describes the communications parameters and operational codes
in detail.

When using the RS232 interface, make sure that the baudrate is set
correctly. Baudrate can be set in the INSTALLATION menu, and can
be toggled between 4800, 9600, and 19200 bps.

LAN

The projector can be controlled and monitored through the LAN
connector as an alternative to RS232. LAN control is available
either through an embedded web page for the most frequently used
commands or using the same command set as for RS232 for full
access to all system controls.

NOTE! THE PROJECTOR IS CONFIGURED WITH A DEFAULT
IP ADDRESS. SEE THE SYSTEM INFORMATION AVAILABLE
THROUGH THE MENU SYSTEM OR REMOTE CONTROL FOR
THE ACTUAL IP-ADDRESS.

Detailed descriptions of configuration, use and command set is
described in a separate document “RS-232 and LAN communication
protocol and command set”. You may consider using the LAN
interface as a means of theft detection. When the projector is
removed, the LAN will be disconnected; this may be detected over the
local area network and could be used to trigger an alarm.

The projector features a real-time clock that enables timing control.
This means that the projector can be programmed to switch on

and off at certain pre-set times during a weekly cycle. To allow for a
flexible schedule, 10 ‘programs’ are available. With each program, you
can define the switch on or switch off time for a single day (Monday

to Sunday), all work days (Monday through Friday), or week-end
(Saturday and Sunday). One, several or all programs can be active

at the same time as desired. In this way, a flexible scheme can be
established. Observe the 24 hour time format. For more information,
see the SETTINGS > TIMER menu.

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IMAGE CALIBRATION AND CORRECTION

Some applications require very precise color reproduction of the images. In addition, depending
on application, different color standards are applied. When preparing for correct color
reproduction, both the source and the projector must be considered.

The projector offers several ways to calibrate colors, as well as correction of the input signal.

The source may need correction because it is usually not calibrated from the factory, which leads
to higher or lower signal levels than nominal. In addition, R, G and B may be slightly different

(not balanced), adding a tint to the image. Correcting the input signal means adjusting the gain
(contrast) and offset (brightness) of R, G and B individually. This is in addition to the normal
brightness and contrast controls.

The projector may also need calibration regardless of the source signal, because there may

be slight differences in optical coatings, as well as the spectral distribution of individual lamps,
which can even change over time. Calibrating the projector can be done in different ways, either
by changing the color temperature, by defining the x and y color coordinates or by R, G and B
adjustment.

A lower setting will soften the image,
looking more smeared out, and reducing the overall noise.

aspect

Selects image format. An image may be displayed in various aspect
ratios. This function is used when displaying source formats that differ
from the projectors native display format. Options include “fill aspect
ratio” (default — follows the source input aspect ratio), “fill all” (streches
or compresses input aspect ratio to fill the projector resolution), “fill
16:9” (adapts the input aspect ratio to fill a 16:9 window), “letterbox to
16:9” (adapts the input to fill a center 16:9 box), and “letterbox subtitle
to 16:9” (adapts the input aspect ratio to fill a 16:9 window, and
moves it up to give room for subtitles).

gamma

Press OK when
done. Day of week is automatically set when a date is set.

timer

The projector can be programmed to power up or down at any time
desired, using the timer option. See example on pages 40 - 41.
